Seminar: Themes and Readings

Objective:
To acquire knowledge of the political, economic and social situation of Argentina, in order to achieve an efficient and productive internship in Buenos Aires during the summer of 2010. The underlying objective is to provide students participating in the Buenos Aires IFP (2010), with the analytical instruments, research tools and urban knowledge foundation to successfully complete their internship and make their experience more rewarding.

Methodology:

The seminar will be based in country specific readings, literature reviews, lectures, student presentations and active discussions on the material. Each different theme included in the syllabus will be assigned to two or three students. They will be responsible for organizing a 15/20 presentation and take the lead in generating a discussion. The presentation will be based on the recommended readings plus other material provided by the students in charge of the presentation. All the students must go through the recommended readings and be prepared to participate in the discussion.  Active participation in the spring seminar is required for the IFP 2010 in Buenos Aires. 

The readings are a combination of English and Spanish papers. 

The first section below presents the readings organized by broad subject or thematic area. Section II includes the schedule of classes, as well as the students responsible for the presentation and the readings for each class. Classes will be divided in two parts: (a) presentation by students and discussion (1 hour), and (b) a lecture (1 hour).
