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Assembling the Global in Anthropology will provide a forum for new anthropological work on a growing range of com-
peting and often con icting projects through which the global is actively constructed. Much work on globalization ex-
amines the global as either a kind of container or a seamless process. Other discussions, meanwhile, ask whether or not

globalization, as a phenomenon, truly exists. By contrast, this series will publish work that examines how the global is
constituted or assembled as something that is constantly in production and variously instantiated. It will focus on con-
crete initiatives in areas such as humanitarianism, trade, immigration, and geopolitics for which technical, political, and
ethical arguments are made, and in which diverse actors must invest.

The editors welcome ethnographic and conceptual works animated by an interdisciplinary spirit focused on these themes.
Possible topics include but are not limited to:

International humanitarian and disaster relief

The rise of newly assertive states (Russia, China, Brazil) and their cultural visions of globality

New efforts of global governance

New world cities and transnational cultural systems

Global health and bio-security initiatives

Interactions of scienti ¢ and cultural practices in emerging regions

Transnational environmental management

New vectors of transnational class formation

Emerging translocal publics in art and media production
